1A.
Some women came early on Sunday morning to the tomb in

order to apply more spices to the body of Jesus.

1b.
They found that the stone had been rolled away.

2b.
They went in, but did not find the body of Jesus.
3b.
They were perplexed by the empty tomb.

2A.
While the women were perplexed, two men stood beside them.


1b.
Their shining garments almost certainly indicated that 
they were angels. (cf. Acts 1:10, Mat. 28:2-7)


2b.
They proclaimed to the women the resurrection of Jesus.


3b.
They reminded the women of Jesus’ words.



1c.
The women remembered His words, and evidently 

believed, for they went and told the others. 


2c.
The apostles did not believe them! 



3c.
Peter ran to the tomb to have a look for himself.
Questions…
1. What did the fact that the women brought spices to the tomb indicate about what they believed about Jesus?

2. What did the women at first conclude about the empty tomb? See John 20:1-2

3. Were the “two men” who stood by the women at the tomb men or angels? Please support your answer with Scripture.

4. What convinced the women that Jesus had risen from the dead?
5. What is significant about the word “must” in verse 7?

6. What did Peter see when he entered the tomb? What is significant about what he saw?
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
